CRITERIA

e Applicants must be of Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander descent and be 12 to 17 years of age, in full time
education, with a postal address within the Central Coast Region.

e Applicants should be able to demonstrate current skills in instrumental and/or vocal performance; however
previous formal training is not a prerequisite for this scholarship.

e The student applicant will be chosen following an interview/audition at an appointed time at the Central
Coast Conservatorium, Cnr Mann St & Georgiana Terrace, Gosford. 2251.

e Students must be accompanied by a parent or significant person, when attending the interview/audition.

e Applicants must commit to their chosen programme of study for the 4 terms of the academic year 2017.
Changes to the programme may only be made in consultation with the Director.

Violin, Viola, Cello, Double Bass
Flute, Clarinet, Oboe, Bassoon
Guitar (Acoustic/Electric/Bass)

e Please attach a letter of recommendation from a person aware of your musical interest and ability, e.g.
School teacher, community leader etc.
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Some assistance with travel expenses may be given where it can be demonstrated this is necessary to overcome
difficulties being experienced by the student travelling for lessons.

The decision of the Selection panel will be final and no correspondence or communication can be entered into
following the panel’s decision.

The Conservatorium reserves the right to withdraw the scholarship if attendance or commitment to study is not
satisfactory.
